Q Should a physician
retain personal counsel if
they are reported to the
State Board of Medicine
and are contacted by a State
Investigator for an inter-
view?

A A physician’s license
and ability to practice may be in jeopardy when
an aggrieved party relays their side of a story to a
State Investigator. It would be in the best inter-
est of the physician to contact his/her insurance
company and have them assign an attorney to meet
with the physician and review the allegations or
subject matter in question. The attorney can advise
the physician regarding anticipated questions and
correct response with respect to the legal conse-
quences of their interview and actions should the
complaint not be dismissed.
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
